Violin virtuoso Lina Marija Songailé is a laureate of national and international competitions. Her style
was formed by the most prominent representatives of the Russian, Romanian, French, and Austrian violin and
academic chamber music schools: Pavel Berman, Silvia Marcovici, Gidon Kremer, Zakhar Bron, Liana Isakadze,
Ivry Gitlis and Stephan Goerner.

Lina Marija studied in Italy at Fondazione Accademia Internazionale di Imola Incontri con il Maestro, and
holds a Bachelor of Arts degree from the Universitat fir Musik und Darstellende Kunst Graz, Austria, and a
Masters with honors in Music Performance from the Conservatorio della Svizzera lItaliana in Lugano,
Switzerland.

The violinist is a member of the Trio Mirage (Austria) and the Queen Louise Piano Trio (Lithuania -
Latvia). From 2014-2018 she was a member of the Grammy award winning Kremerata Baltica Chamber
Orchestra led by Gidon Kremer, and with this orchestra performed in the most famous concert halls of Europe,
Asia, USA and UAE (Carnegie Hall, Suntory Hall, Elbphilharmonie, Berliner Philharmonie, Musikverein, etc.).

Her successful solo performances at international festivals include: Vladimir Spivakov invites (Moscow),
Gasparo da Salo (ltaly), Pazaislis Music Festival (Lithuania), Livorno Music Festival (Italy) and others. Lina
Marija has played solo with chamber and symphony orchestras in Lithuania and abroad, in collaboration with
conductors S. Sondeckis, 1. Lapinsch, A. Kruzkov, P. Berman, and T. Ambrozaitis. She has also played and been
a member of the Gustav Mahler Jugendorchester (2013) and the European Philharmonic of Switzerland (2017),
as well as collaborated with the Graz Philharmonic Orchestra (Austria) and Orchestra della Svizzera Italiana
(Lugano, Switzerland).

In 2014, by the order of the Minister of Culture of the Republic of Lithuania, L. M. Songailé was granted
the status of an Art Creator. Her successful pedagogical activity is evidenced by her students - winners of
international competitions, who continue their professional careers as violinists.

Su Flanigan rengé
pasirodymus Metropolitan Museum of Art, Café Sabarsky’s Cabaret series at the Neue Gallerie (Niujorkas),
McCarter Theater in Princeton (Naujasis Dzersis), Shakespeare Theater Company Gala (Vasingtonas) ir kt.
Christopher turi Florida State University ir University of Texas-Austin laipsnius bei Manhattan School of
Music daktaro laipsnj. Jis taip pat yra sékmingas ir pripazintas kompozitorius, aranzuotojas ir orkestruotojas. Siuo
metu dirba vokalisty kouceriu ir koncertmeisteriu Klaipédos valstybiniame muzikiniame teatre.

American pianist Christopher Cooley has performed with various instrumental and vocal soloists in five
continents, as well as Alice Tully Hall and Carnegie Hall in New York City, where he lived and worked as a
freelance artist for over 20 years. As a soloist, he has played with the University of Texas Symphony, the
Chamber Orchestra of Florida, and the Musica Bella Orchestra of New York. As a collaborative pianist, he has
served on the staff of numerous summer opera festivals in Italy, Germany, and Austria, as well as the Castleton
Festival in Virginia and the Piatigorsky Seminar for Cellists in Los Angeles. For 14 years he worked regularly
with American soprano Lauren Flanigan on music written for her by Stephen Schwartz, David del Tredici,
Thomas Pasatieri, and Sheila Silver. Performances with Flanigan included the Metropolitan Museum of Art
(NYC), Café Sabarsky’s Cabaret series at the Neue Gallerie, the McCarter Theater in Princeton (NJ), and the
Shakespeare Theater Company Gala in Washington D. C. Chris holds degrees from Florida State University, the
University of Texas-Austin, and a doctorate from the Manhattan School of Music. He is also an accomplished
composer, arranger, and orchestrator, and currently works as a vocal coach and concertmaster at the Klaipeda
State Music Theatre.
